Цели: 

1) Распространить личный опыт обучения навыкам  говорения,  систематизировать этапы технологии «Real Talk».

2) Ознакомить коллег и популяризировать УМК «English Spotlight».

3) Получить обратную связь и обогатить свой собственный опыт преподавания эффективными методами и приемами, используемыми коллегами. 
Hello, dear colleagues, let me introduce myself first, I am Liubov Doroshenko, a teacher of English of Nytva gymnasium. 
Today let me talk about teaching speaking skills.

Speaking  is the main thing we should teach our students. And not only teach, but develop and widen them  as much as possible.This is my strong belief and I hope, you will agree with me as most of our students will need the English language mostly for communication, and much fewer  of them will use English in their jobs.

So, as you see, our task today is to teach our kids real talk. How to do it? Let me say a few words about the significance of using a sample in teaching SPEAKING. Do you think it is possible to do it without a sample? I don’t think so. Imagine, you gave your students a task: talk about music! What will they say? Maximum – Do you like music? – Yes, I do. Some intelligent students can say something else like “What music do you like?” And that’s it! That is why it is so important to have a sample. And it is very natural. Kids hear their mothers say samples from the day they are born and during all our life we repeat speech samples.  In our case we have a sample dialogue. 
Our educational institution uses the methodological complex “English Spotlight” written by J. Duly, V. Evans and others. We have been using it for already 5 years I think. If anyone is not acquainted with it yet, let me tell you a few words about the complex.   
This textbook is quite reasonably and logically written. It is divided into 8 modules and each of them consists of certain lessons devoted to developing certain language skills.  
As you see, lesson a – reading and vocabulary, lesson b- listening and speaking, lesson c -  grammar, lesson d – vocabulary and speaking, lesson e – writing skills, lesson f – English in use. All this is followed then by the sections Culture corner, Across the curriculum, and Progress check. At the end of the textbook we have the sections  Grammar check where you can revise  and practice grammar skills learnt in this module, there is also Song Sheets if you have spare time of course, and the section Spotlight on Russia where you can get different texts with tasks about our country.  
This is shortly about the textbook, and now I want to come nearer to out topic. Teaching real talk. 

Let’;s try to do it as if we were students ourselves, ok? We’ll open with you module 5 , lesson 5b, pp 76-77. Here you see ex 4b with the dialogue. The dialogue and the whole lesson 5b has already been studied by the students at home as it was their home task. As you see, in the lesson there are different tasks about speaking and listening. We won’t take listening, we need only speaking today.
In teaching real talk I usually use  the following steps:
1. Getting acquainted with the dialogue at home.

2. Reading aloud together with the announcer.

1. Minding stresses on the key words, intonation and pauses. 

2. Definition of some spoken phrases.

3. Reading the dialogue in pairs.

4. Speaking in the dialogue with the partner (telling phrase by phrase).

5. Talking to the teacher without using the sample.

6. Changing details and making real talks. 
So thank you for your cooperation, dear colleagues, I hope you found some rational grain in what we were doing today.  And hope, you liked the textbook also and you will ask your school administration to get it and you will use it in your work. Believe me, it’s worth it! Have a nice day!!  Thank you!
